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MPEG has received expression of interest that further improvement of video compression is desirable in various existing and emerging application areas. It is therefore planned to launch an investigation leading towards the next generation of video compression standards. In this context, MPEG is interested in receiving reports about compression technology that performs better than the HEVC standard, or would fulfill requirements on compression technology that HEVC might be unable to cover.

In order to obtain such information, contributions are invited to be made as inputs to the next and subsequent MPEG meetings, particularly
· reporting about improvements particularly compared to HEVC Main and Main 10 profiles;
· showing advantages of using perceptual rather than PSNR related criteria;
· addressing new functionalities related to relevant application areas where improvements over HEVC can be demonstrated.
Such reports could be made by comparing against common test conditions that were established during the HEVC development [1][2], or by demonstrating other appropriate test cases e.g. showing shortcomings of the HEVC design for specific types of sequences.

Also, contributions for new test material (particular cases that are challenging or representative of use cases) are welcome.

Furthermore, MPEG intends to establish an experimental environment to enable the investigation of future video compression technology.
