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The following procedures and requirements were discussed for making video content assets available in the MPEG repository:
· Structure of the content repository: Create an incoming folder, from where the data can be restructured or symbolically linked later
· ftp for upload and download
· http access should be supported
· associate metadata (such as copyright) in a persistent way / data format: zip / all pictures of a sequence / include copyright information / include md5 tags
· Naming convention shall be used: Use the naming convention of the HDR sequences (M33622, annex B), but add information about chroma sampling in the file name, and information about planar/interleaved arrangement of colour samples. Add information about 420 downconversion (if available) in the text file. If primaries are unknown, the corresponding indicator should be skipped. It was also discussed whether the existing fourcc indicators could be used, but it was concluded that the other approach allows more flexibility. Different versions of the same content should be indicated via the file name. When a new version has been generated by cropping, the position of the crop window should also be included in the metadata. The name of the sequence should not have underscores.
· Who transfers the data? Next action: Identify filenames, drop those to the incoming folder (not public accessible) for further processing 
· Also some action needed for further identifying copyright for some of the sequences 
· The list is incomplete with regard to the fact that for some of the test sequences multiple versions exist (e.g. downsampled using different filters, different number of lines/columns etc.). 
· Some multi-view data are still missing in the list (requires one more indicator for view number, could also be put in the file name)
· Structure of the content repository: tbd (discuss in AHG)
