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Abstract
This document is a Call for Test Content intended to be used for Exploration Study of  High Efficiency Video Coding (HEVC) standard’s performance for High Dynamic Range (HDR) and Wide Colour Gamut (WCG) video coding applications for displays that are limited to 1000 cd/m2 peak brightness.
Introduction
WG11 is interested in understanding potential performance differences of HEVC for the content having a peak brightness of 4000 cd/m2 and 1000 cd/m2 peak. For this purpose WG11 would like to broaden its current content library [1]. Video test materials with resolution up to 4K and with BT.709 or wider colour gamut (for example DCI P3) are desired. This material should be provided in BT.2020 container. Companies and organizations are invited to submit the test materials for this study. They are also requested to provide the conditions for the usage and distribution of their content for MPEG standardization activity purposes.
Timeline 
Content providers are encouraged to provide test content prior to the 112th meeting of WG11, in Warsaw, Poland. Viewing session for provided materials will potentially be done during 112th MPEG meeting.
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
